2002 AVIATION and AEROSPACE WORKSHOP:   The Woodrow Wilson Foundation TORCH Workshop is a joint endeavor with The Civil Air Patrol.  Others making contributions are NASA, GAMA, The Centennial of Flight Commission, Wright Patterson Aviation Museum and other organizations that supplied m[image: image1.wmf]aterials. This course is designed to provide the educator with new ideas, information, materials and techniques to take back to the classroom. The workshop will focus on the basic aerodynamics of flight leading us to the space program of today. 

LOCATION:  The classroom is located in the Civil Air Patrol Head Quarters located at the end of the runway in Frankfort, KY.

DATES:  June 10-19, 2002     Week one is Monday through Saturday---Sunday is free.

CLASS SCHEDULE:  Classes will meet from 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM with some evening activities planned.  We will have a working lunch this will be at the cost to the participant.
